NCA Climate Change and Human Health Literature Review Description

The Health Sector Literature Review and Bibliography is the product of collaboration between the US Global Change Research Program, the National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences (NIEHS), and the Interagency Climate Change and Human Health Group (CCHHG) – an initiative led by members of the National Climate Assessment (NCA) Health Sector Author team. The literature review and bibliography was conducted and prepared by Social & Scientific Systems, Inc. under contract to the NIEHS.
This review is one of five technical inputs produced by member agencies of the CCHHG and contains bibliographic searches from January 1, 2007 through May 1, 2012. The previous review – the U.S. Climate Change Science Program Synthesis and Assessment Product 4.6 (SAP 4.6) – focused on the literature through the end of 2006. 
The following 18 topics were searched to compile the bibliography: Heat, Air Pollution, Extreme Weather/Injuries, Wildfire, Allergies, Vector Borne Disease, Food and Water Borne Disease, Mental Health, Food Insecurity, Water Insecurity, Toxicity, Displacement/Migration/Conflict, Cost, Adaptation/Preparedness strategies, Co-benefits/Co-harms, Communications, Climate Justice/Equity, and General Climate Change and Health. Searches were limited to English language citations of human studies published starting in 2007 and were conducted by searching PubMed, Scopus, and Web of Science. Google Scholar was also searched to gain access to gray literature references. EndNote bibliographic software was used to eliminate duplicate references, capture and manage relevant references, and aid in recording detailed classifications for each abstract. 

Advanced search options were used in each of the databases searched for relevant terms in titles, abstracts, and keywords. In most searches, terms were searched in Boolean combination with one, more, or all of the terms: climate change, global warming, climate, climate change, health, public health, urban health, climate variability, weather, or world health. These terms were also searched as MeSH terms (Medical Subject Headings) in PubMed. Following is an example of a search string used to search for Heat/Extreme Weather citations: 
Title contains heat wave or heat or extreme heat or temperature or temperature extremes or extreme weather) AND Title contains climate change. 

The details of the search strategy including all search strings can be found in the Final Report on Search Strategy and Results.

This Climate Change bibliography contains 2668 reference citations. A Guide is included in the Microsoft Excel Workbook to assist readers navigate through the results of the literature search. 
The final products associated with this literature review include:

· Microsoft Excel Workbook with tabs for the major topic areas, geographic location focus, reviews, models, and other subset classifications of citations and a guide to nomenclature used in the workbook.
· List of Classification Terms Used 

· EndNote Bibliographic Database for all citations

· Final Report on Search Strategy and Results describing the search strategy and results, and including all search strings employed in all databases and search engines for documentation purposes.
