[bookmark: _GoBack]User’s Guide to National Climate Assessment (NCA) Health Sector Literature Review and Bibliography


The NCA Health Sector Author team provided a framework to search for new data (published through January 1, 2007 - March 1 -2012) for the following 18 topics to compile this bibliography: Heat, Air Pollution, Extreme Weather/Injuries, Wildfire, Allergies, Vector Borne Disease, Food and Water Borne Disease, Mental Health, Food Insecurity, Water Insecurity, Toxicity, Displacement/Migration/Conflict, Cost, Adaptation/Preparedness strategies, Co-benefits/Co-harms, Communications, Climate Justice/Equity, and General Climate Change and Health. 

Searches were limited to English language citations of human studies and were conducted by searching PubMed, Scopus, Web of Science, and Google Scholar for gray literature references. 

The topic areas of Heat, Air Pollution, Extreme Weather etc., appear as color-coded tabs at the bottom of the workbook. References in these topic areas are further classified on cross-cutting themes like adaptation or preparedness strategies, co-benefits or co-harms of climate change, communication, and equity are highlighted by codes in Column A (see details below). 

Because citations can be classified across several topic areas, some citations appear multiple times in the workbook.
